2006-07 Delaware Soybean Board Research Projects

Title: Group II and Later Group Comparisons

Investigator: Richard Taylor, University of Delaware

Objective: Some growers in the northern part of the state had reported success with Group II beans in Delaware. This study will compare performance of several Group II versus later maturing varieties at several locations throughout the state.

Amount: $3,000 

Title: Weed Control in Conventional No-Till Soybeans

Investigator: Mark Van Gessel, University of Delaware

Objective: Evaluate various herbicide programs for non-Roundup Ready soybeans under no-tillage production systems.

Determine effective herbicide programs for management of suspected ALS-resistant common ragweed.

Amount: $5,700

Title: Delaware Soybean Board and the Soybean Rust Scouting Program

Investigator: Faith Kuehn, Plant Industries Administrator, DDA and Robert Mulrooney, Extension Plant Pathologist, University of Delaware

Objective: Delaware participates in a nationwide Sentinel and Survey Plot network for the detection of Asian soybean rust, Phakopsora pachyrhizi.  Delaware’s detection survey is mainly supported by funding from the DSB. The DDA and UD Cooperative Extension developed a survey plan, triage methodology, and support the scouts in all logistical details. Based on results from last year, one scout was hired for this year and the scout will continue a bit later in the season this year than last.

Amount:  $16,044

Title: UL-Bioheat

Investigator: National Biodiesel Board/Advanced Fuel Solutions

Objective: For biodiesel to be used as bioheat (in home heating oil), the fuel must be approved by Underwriters Laboratories (UL). This project funds necessary research to obtain approval for up to B5 blends to be used as home heating oil.
